The Louisville Free Public Library’s digital 

microfilm readers (ELMOs) greatly enhance 

the quality and clarity of the stored informa-

tion, as compared to traditional readers.  They 

also offer greater zoom and focus capabilities, 

better printout quality, and even allow you to 

save images and information electronically to 

a flash drive or other device.
